‘(pa) “Producer Company” means a company regista®d Producer Company under the
Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956) or the Companies 2@13 (18 of 2013), as the case may be,
being in force consisting of small tea growers;'.

(2) An application for registration shall be maddhe Registering authority in Form ‘A’ annexed to
this order along with the ‘no objection certificat@der paragraph 2A.".

“3A. Certificate of Mini Tea Factory.— (1) No Miffiea Factory shall carry on the activities of
selling manufactured or hold stock of tea aftertyhilays of publication of this order except under
valid certificate obtained under this order.

(b) for sub-paragraph (1), the following paragraph [dmalsubstituted, namely:-

“(1) The Registering authority or Certifying authyr as the case may be, may, after giving the
manufacturer an opportunity of being heard, canceduspend the registration or certificate, as
the case may be, on any of the one or more ofalleenfing grounds, namely:-

(a) closure of business by the manufacturer;

(b) misrepresentation of any material fact by the macwfkers at the time of obtaining
registration or certificate, as the case may blesesguently;

(c) violation of any of the provisions of the Act oidlorder;

(d) failure to carry out any of the directions issugdtbe Registering authority or Certifying
authority, as the case may be;

(e) if the Registering authority or Certifying authtgriafter causing due enquiry has reason to
believe that the manufacturer is involved in thelemtation of tea with tea waste or any
matter and that the tea does not conform to theifigadions laid down under the Food Safety
Standard Authority Act, 2006 (34 of 2006) or anlgestlaw for the time being in force;

(f) if the Registering authority or Certifying authgrihas reason to believe that the factory
building, machinery or equipment or manner of operaof any tea factory is not of a
standard and capacity conducive to the manufactfrenade tea conforming to the norms
and standards, applicable from time to time;

(g) if the Registering authority or Certifying authgrlias reason to believe that the manufacturer
is indulging in unfair trade practices which mayvesely affect the marketing system
including the public tea auction system.”;
